national chapter Score Sheet Evaluation Guidelines


Judges do not score Form 1 of the application.  The purpose of Form 1 is to verify that chapters conducted an activity related to each of the quality standards.

Scoring of Form II occurs at the state and national levels.  The purpose of Form II is to describe three major activities that the chapter conducted in each division.  Judges use a scale of 1 (poor) to 5 (excellent) to score the goals/objectives, plan of action, and results/evaluation.

1 = Poor,     2 = Fair,     3 = Average,     4 = Good,     5 = Excellent

The importance of the goals, objectives, plan of action, and results/evaluation varies.  Form II uses a factor to indicate the importance of each.  The larger the value of the factor, the more important the section.

To determine the total points for each activity, judges multiply the rating of each section by the correct factor and add up the total.  The activities are worth 50 points each.  A perfect score on Form II would be worth 450 points (9 activities times 50 points each).
